July 1, 2014: Implementation date of Local Programs.

January 2013 - June 2013: Localities take local
programs to Soil and Water Conservation Board for
approval.

Localities can request an extension of up to one year
from Soil and Water Conservation Board.

July 2012: Localities initiate evaluation of
ordinance revisions, staffing requirements,
funding, etc.

e Stormwater staffs have started working on issues and
need input from other departments.

Review existing local ordinances
e Stormwater, site plan, subdivision, zoning

Evaluate existing local plan review process
e Staffing, sequencing, timing, and communication.

e Regulation set fee structure and designated a portion for DCR
program oversight.

e Locality can select a different fee structure but it must include funds
for DCR oversight.

e Local fee structure must be approved by Soil and Water
Conservation Board.

Develop timeline for local and state approval process.
