Fatalities due to traffic crashes
in Hampton Roads have
averaged 140 per year over the
past decade, roughly 8.5 deaths
per 100,000 residents. The
decrease in the numbers of
injuries and crashed can be
attributed in part to improved
safety standards for both
roadways and automobiles, as
well as reduced alcohol-related
crashes.
