2. Water and Wastewater Rate Structures Project

4. HRPDCFY2014 Unified Planning Work Program - Water Resources

The Committee will discuss its priorities for HRPDC projects in FY14. The focus of this
discussion is to identify major projects that are not recurring program elements.

In FY13, HRPDC staff completed the following efforts:

e UASI Study - Water Supply Assessment and Emergency Response Training
Project

e Water Quality Response Plan Update

e Groundwater withdrawal permit summary and map

Rate structures whitepaper

Regional Bacteria Study

Management of Sewer Consolidation Study

Collaborated with USGS on subsidence and groundwater quality whitepapers

HRPDC staff recommends discussing and prioritizing the following projects for FY14:

e Rate Structure Outreach: Increase HRPDC newsletter articles, outreach to
media, promote issue via community groups (civic leagues, Rotary, and others).

e C(reate Groundwater Subcommittee: Subcommittee would vet policy
recommendations to support Mission H20 and recommend research or modeling
efforts to HRPDC staff.

e Affordability research: A) Use U.S. Counsel of Mayors worksheets to evaluate
affordability metrics for all localities, and B) Identify subsidy program models
and present pros/cons of different models.

e Update Groundwater Mitigation Program: Revisit the MOA and technical
guidelines for evaluating mitigation claims.

e Source Water Protection update: Update map of likely sources of
contamination and revisit recommendations in the regional plan.

Committee members are encouraged to suggest other projects and identify regional
needs that HRPDC could address.

ACTION: Identify projects for staff to include in FY14 work program.

5. Draft FY2015 Wastewater and Water Program Budgets

The Committee will discuss FY15 budgets for Wastewater and Water Programs. Draft
budgets include the FY14 program budgets for comparison. The draft FY15 budget is
flat. The locality proportion of the budget is primarily based on number of accounts.
HRPDC has not received current number of accounts from everyone (data call is due
September 16th). When the number of accounts is updated, each budget may change
slightly. The Committee will recommend changes per discussion.
