2. Oyster Restoration as a Potential Nutrient Removal Strategy

Mark Luckenbach from the Virginia Marine Science Institute will provide a presentation
addressing research that quantifies the nutrient removal rates of oyster restoration projects.
Dr. Luckenbach has participated in the Chesapeake Bay Program’s evaluation of oysters as a
strategy to improve the Bay’s water quality. Many localities and environmental stewardship
organizations are interested in implementing more oyster restoration projects. However, the
Bay Program has not established a nutrient removal rate to use for planning purposes and
eventually permit compliance. This presentation will discuss the key differences in the
effectiveness of oyster restoration projects, uncertainties associated with oysters as a TMDL
implementation strategy, and the Bay Program’s process for evaluating this strategy.

ACTION: None required
3. SeaLevel Rise Update

The HRPDC staff will brief the Committee on the findings and results of the FY 11-12 Coastal
Resiliency project, funded by the Virginia Coastal Zone Management Program. This grant has
three components: performing public outreach and coordination, developing
recommendations for incorporating climate change impacts into local and regional plans, and
developing recommendations for a regional climate change adaptive management plan. The
final report includes findings and recommendations on policies for local governments to adopt
to help adapt to sea level rise and coastal flooding. The report also includes an updated map
book showing which areas are projected to be inundated or flooded as a result of sea level rise
by 2100. GIS data used to create these maps has been provided to localities via HRPDC’s ftp
site. HRPDC staff will brief the Committee on the final report’s contents and recommendations.

4. Coastal Zone Management Update

HRPDC staff is currently engaged in several projects funded by the Virginia Coastal Zone
Management Program (CZM), including regional technical assistance, working waterfronts,
and land and water quality policy development. The HRPDC staff will update the Committee
on the status of these efforts. CZM has also made available guidance for FY 13-14 PDC
Competitive Grants, which are due July 12, 2013 to CZM. These grants require a lower match
requirement than in previous years (3:1 federal funds to match). Priority topics for grants
include water quality, coastal resiliency, working waterfronts, habitat restoration, and public
access. Suggestions received so far include a native plants promotion campaign and working
with the City of Virginia Beach to develop a model local sea level rise adaptation plan. Local
government staff should be prepared to discuss and recommend topics for grant applications.
