U.S. Joint Forces Command (JFCOM) is one of ten U.S. Department of Defense (DoD) combatant commands and one
of five major DoD commands that are headquartered in Hampton Roads. The origin of JFCOM dates back to 1947
when the military applied lessons learned from WWII in order to ensure that all branches of the military work
together to achieve strategic goals. At present, JFCOM’s headquarters is located in Norfolk, Virginia, where it
oversees more than 1.16 million men and women in four major mission areas: Joint Concept Development and
Experimentation, Joint Training, Joint Capabilities Development, and Joint Force Provider. Currently, JFCOM trains
forces from all military branches to serve together effectively, ensuring equipment interoperability, as well as
developing the ability for the U.S. Military to cooperate with allied military commands. Additionally, JFCOM serves
as a think-tank for the Joint Chiefs of Staff, preparing and testing blueprints for how the military will conduct future
operations.

As the recommendation has been brought forth to close the Joint Forces Command, it remains unclear which
regional programs and assets might remain in the region under a different command. According to the Hampton
Roads Military and Federal Facilities Alliance (HRMFFA), the new JFCOM commander will be in place on October
29,2010 and is expected to deliver his recommendations to Secretary Robert Gates at some point thereafter.

We anticipate that we will receive new information on the status of JFCOM on a frequent basis and will make
updates to our analysis accordingly.
